Course Description

For students who speak Russian at home and who have acquired Russian literacy skills in 207 or an equivalent. Continued study of specific areas of Russian grammar and orthography. Further development of reading, writing, oral skills, and vocabulary building of Literary Russian through exposure to a wide variety of texts, media, and film.

q. Understand the nature of human languages and their speakers.
