Structure of Russian fulfills one of the language requirements for the Russian Major. 
It provides an overview of grammar that was acquired at the beginning and intermediate levels and lays down the foundation of Russian linguistics: phonetics, phonology, language history, morphology, and morphophonemics. Studying the Russian grammatical system at a deeper level will facilitate the use of language in all its aspects.
Taught primarily in English, with some Russian used occasionally.
